Ukrainian Missionary Addresses Convention
  

We are very glad to
greet the Rev.
Aleksey Navrotsky.
He is serving in
U k r a i n e  a s
missionary and
p a s t o r  i n
Dnepropetrovsk,
the second largest
city in Ukraine. 
  
Monday evening we
had the privilege to
listen to his report
about mission work
and its progress in

Ukraine. He started his report with greetings from the “Synod
of Evangelical Lutheran Churches in Ukraine” (SELCU). After
this he talked about some of the difficulties that one missionary
can face and is facing in this work. He asked the gathering how
the church today can effectively bring the message of the
Gospel to modern people. And taking Luther as an example,
Rev. Navrotsky showed some of the advanced steps Luther
used in the reformation. Part of his report was the video
presentation of the work in Ukraine. The video included three
short presentations. The first part was about the work with
young people in the Student Centre; second, about the new
Lutheran congregation in Dnepropetrovsk; the final part was
devoted to building the new “Mission Centre” and Seminary in
suburban Odessa. This last is a critical for the resumption of
theological training of future pastors. This will enable SELCU
to deepen and expand its mission efforts in various
communities in Ukraine.

Resolutions Adopted/Declined:

09-1-3 To Affirm “Both/And” Principle of the
District’s 2008 Strategic Plan (Overture
09-1-3) ADOPTED

LCC News
Inge Schroeder reported on behalf of LCC-
Worker Benefit Plan. The world wide
economic problems have affected our pension
plans – but probably less than most similar
plans. There are no concerns with retired
workers continuing to receive their pension
payments. Churches and other contributing
agencies can expect a 2% increase in pension
premiums effective July 1, 2009, and likely a
further 1% increase as of January 1, 2010. The
impact on most congregations will be about
$1,000. Further consultations will take place,
and changes to the plan may be proposed. 

LCC treasurer, Dwayne Cleave reported that
the economy has also impacted LCC
contributions. However, significant share
contributions have been received. Lutheran
Foundation Canada Gift Coordinators (Al Feth
in the East District) are starting to bear fruit
with both major gifts and future gifts.

Tuesday in the Convention Hall - Dr Lamb spoke about “Our
Body - Bought with a Price.” 
  

In his second session, Dr. Lamb spoke broadly about abortion
and post-abortion syndrome. Dr. Lamb reiterated that the
Gospel is the most powerful and positive “for life” message
that there is. The fact that our God chose to begin his life in
the same place we did is critical. Luke 1:3. The fact that Jesus
went through every stage of embryonic development gives
value by God to each stage of life. Jesus did not take our
place because we have value. His taking our place gives us
value. In Canada there are 315 abortions a day and for each

of these abortions ten people are affected. There are many pressures on women to have abortions.
Dr. Lamb challenged the pastors present that their silence on the abortion issue can be used by the
devil so that women think that abortion is ok. But our great hope is Jesus’ resurrection which rescues
all people from the guilt and sin of abortion.
  

This morning Dr. Lamb will address the topic, “Our Body - In the Body of Christ.”
